I. 
Welcome and introductions

II. CPA talks about Fundraising and Pay-outs

Kelly discussed how our current credit memos do not follow the 501C3 guidelines for paying out Fry’s credits as well as the volunteer credits are being paid out. At this point the APSG is reviewing and changes are pending where individual credits apply to athletes.  The CPA stated that  the Fry’s card program as we have done in the past a donor advised not as a charitable donation. Regarding the Volunteer policy, it was stated that we cannot pay for volunteer hours.  We can revise the policy to state that - you agree to work (X) hours in order to receive a credit for “sessions” worked.  Kelly will be taking information from other board members regarding another CPA to ask these questions.
